


Flat Roof Working





For the purposes of BT working, there are two types of flat roofs identified by the way in which they are accessed:


If a roof is over 2 metres high and has to be accessed by portable access equipment i.e. your own ladder, the roof is regarded as a customer’s flat roof. The person accessing it must have received the Flat Roof Access Training for Short Duration Work (Course No. T11369), possess the necessary additional equipment and follow all precautions.


If the roof is on a BT building or similar business premises, can be accessed by a permanent ladder or stairs and the work is of short duration, the person accessing the roof must have received the Short Duration Flat Roof Awareness Training (Course No. T11367). If the work is not of short duration, additional training will be required dependant on the type of work to be carried out. In addition, an on site risk assessment must be carried out in every instance. There is a generic risk assessment for this contained in ISIS SFY/GRA/A020. 
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
